3.2	PREPARATION

A.	Prepare subsurface in accordance with manufacturer's instructions to ensure proper slope, support and drainage for playground surfacing system.



3.3	INSTALLATION

A.	Install tile system in accordance with manufacturer's instructions at locations indicated on the Drawings.

B.	Ensure prepared subsurface and tiles are dry and clean.

C.     Layout tile surface in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.

D.	Install rivets in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.

A.	Protect completed surface from damage during construction.
